Come join us at the Cricket Hollow Zoo for a private 

opportunity to photograph approximately 85 

species of animals!  The zoo will not be open to the 

public, so we will be granted special access to their 

animals.  Access to some animals will be restricted 

and require small groups to enter under the owner's 

close supervision.  Because of the special and close 

access to animals, no attendees under the age of 

18 will be allowed. 
  

 

After a brief orientation by the owners, members will be allowed to photograph animals as they are 

available.  Please do not plan to arrive at the zoo to begin photographing prior to 8:00 as the owners 

operate a dairy farm and will be busy finishing the morning's milking activities. 

  

Please bring your own lunch as no lunch facilities are available on the property.  Drinks will be available 

throughout the day. 

  

Reservations and full payment is due to Mary Anderson by Thursday May 6 (the date of our next QCPC 

meeting) so that we can make car-pooling arrangements. 

  

Following the outing, QCPC members will be encouraged to furnish a picture or two from the day's 

shooting for consideration for inclusion on the zoo's website.  Credit will be given to the photographer 

and the QCPC for all photographs chosen for inclusion. 

  

Directions:  The zoo is located 1 1/2 miles west of the Wal-Mart in Manchester, Iowa on County Road D22.  

Take exit 275 off Hwy 20, go north on Hwy 13, turn left onto County Road D22.
